PVA QUARTERLY MEETING

PGSLC – 7:30 PM

DRAFT MINUTES

Attendees:

Opening & Minutes:

The meeting was called to order at 8:00 PM by Mr. Melvin Fields, First Vice President.  The delay in start was caused by the lack of a quorum prior to 8:00 PM.  A motion was made to accept the draft minutes of the meeting held on March 25, 2010, that are posted on the PVA website on the page accessed by clicking on the “Association News” icon.  The motion was seconded and passed unanimously.

Treasurer’s Report

Barbara Smith, Treasurer, reported on the finances for the months of March, April and May, 2010.  The Association had an opening balance of $39,366.14 for the month of March 2010 and closed the end of May 2010 with a balance of $59,948.95.  Detailed figures for receipts, expenditures and opening and closing balances for the intervening periods are included on the copy of the Treasurer’s report attached.  A motion was made and seconded to accept the treasurer’s report as submitted and passed without exception.

Committee Reports

Henry McCallum reported that the Youth just finished the first and second rounds of our Junior Olympic  program.  Potomac Valley had about 2,400 athletes participate in the preliminary round and about 1,800 in the Association round.  We are expecting a large number of our athletes to participate in the Regional meet in North Carolina from July 8th through the 11th and also a large number to qualify for the National meet in Sacramento, California from July 27th through August 1st.

Tom Jones reported on the Master’s program.  Tom reported that the Maryland Masters and the Glenarden Masters clubs had very busy seasons going back to the Penn Relays and continuing through several upcoming meets,  Tom and Jerry Bookin-Weiner reported that the Masters are working on bidding for the Masters Indoor Championship for 2013.  The bid would be presented at the USATF Annual Meeting in Virginia Beach, Virginia  this coming December.  The Masters are working with the Maryland Office of Sports Marketing and the Prince Georges Convention and Visitor’s Bureau in putting together the bid.

Jerry also mentioned that the Maryland Senior Olympics will be held on August 14th and 15th at the Howard County Community College.

Herb Nicholls reported that our membership for this year is down about 700 from last year.  Last year we had about 4,400 members as compared to this years over 3,700.  Part of the drop is attributed to the fact that a number of clubs were doing AAU this year because the AAU National Meet is in Norfolk Virginia as compared to USATF’s National Meet being in California.  Still, the over 3,700 members represents the third largest number of members in recent history.  Herb also mentioned that the batch entry for clubs went very well but that the savings of effort to input memberships was offset by the need to timely input all the birth certificates for athletes.

Unfinished Business

Herb mentioned that a number of notices sent to members about the Accidental Death and Dismemberment Benefit being provided by American Income Life Ins. Co. were returned as undeliverable indicating the address information in our data base is inaccurate.  Phil Barrett suggested we may want to put a notice on the PVA web page to remind our members to update their information

New Business

Phil Barrett made a motion to accept a proposed amendment to the Bylaws that was posted on the PVA website under “Association News”.  Phil then read the proposed amendment as shown below:

ARTICLE 16
Dealing with disruptive members:
Since, according to Roberts Rules of Order (Article XIV, Section 66), a deliberative assembly has an inherent right to make and enforce its own rules and punish disruptive members, a member who feels that another member is being disruptive may make a motion to that effect.  If the motion passes by a two thirds majority of the members voting, the offending member will be informed that should this recur, a member at that or a future meeting may make a motion that that person has been disruptive and specify a punishment, up to and including expulsion from PVA.  The motion must pass by a two thirds majority of the members voting.
And renumber the following:
