Opening & Roll Call
The meeting was officially opened at 7:05 pm by President George Harris with a moment of meditation.  Roll call was made with the following absent:  2nd Vice President Alma Jan Price and Officials Chair Warren House.  
Minutes

As attendees entered the meeting, they signed in and were given copies of the minutes and allotted time to read them.  Therefore, George asked for a motion to approve the minutes.  The motion was made by Tim Baker and seconded by Barbara Smith that the minutes be approved as written.  The motion carried with two (2) opposed.  There was a complaint that the last meeting was not adequately and properly noted on the PVA Association website, but was hidden on a subsequent page of the website.

Mort Diamond moved and Bob Platt seconded a motion that an annual audit be done.  The motion carried.  Two (2) opposed.  Mort Diamond moved and Mary Wilkins seconded a motion that the Treasurer’s Report be accepted as read.  The motion carried. 

George announced that this would be a short meeting session due to elections and the elections must end by 9:00 pm.

Reports of Officers and Committees
George called for the reports of all officers and committees.  There were none.

Unfinished Business
Bob Platt wanted to know when we would get the Treasurer’s Report for January and February, 2010, since it was not given at the last meeting, and he wanted to know how much money was spent on the Convention Dinner.  George explained that the dinner was a session where all PVA attendees met to caucus for the upcoming elections and was not expensive at all.

Bob Platt also voiced his concern about the sanction fees and the fact that a lot of people were unhappy about the increase in the sanction fees.  George stated that the sanction fees were raised by 10% since they had not been changed in many years.  He felt that the changes were not askew.  He will ask all committees to look at the fees again and bring changes to the Board.  
Elections/Voting

Herb Nicholls, Nominations Chair, announced that we would elect Board members first, Sports Committee Chairs second and then Officials Chair.  He also stated to hold on to the gold tickets that were given to us upon entry into the room, because these would be used to vote.  George announced that photos would be taken at the end of the meeting of all elected officers and posted on the website.  Barbara Smith moved and Elenora Battle seconded that we adjourn and then move on to the elections.  The motion carried and this section adjourned at 7:30 pm.
Election Section / Board Members
The election section opened and Herb announced that nominations can be made from the floor. 

George Harris was the only name that had been submitted and accepted for nomination for President.  The floor was opened for additional nominations.  There were none.  A motion was made by Tim Baker and seconded by Elenora Battle that George Harris be elected as President by acclamation.  The motion carried.    
Herb passed out the ballots for Vice President.  He read the nominations that had been submitted and accepted for Vice President and asked nominees to stand:  Elenora Battle, Malcolm Drewery, Melvin Fields, Tim Baker, Eugene Neal (absent), Alma Jan Price (absent) and Donna Barrett.  The floor was opened for additional nominations.  Jay Wind was nominated.  Elenora Battle moved and Mary Wilkins seconded that the nominations be closed on the said names.  Herb instructed everyone to circle four candidates and announced that the candidate with the most votes becomes 1st Vice President and the next top three votes would be the three (3) additional Vice Presidents.  

While the votes were being collected and counted, George made an announcement about the PVA Annual Awards Banquet, which will be held on October 2, 2010 at the Camelot Room from 1:30 pm – 5:00 pm.  All athletes in the Association who have won National Championships (from 8 and under to 87 year olds), Presidential awards to outstanding Association participants, Outstanding Officials, Art Miles/Bill Thompson Award, Ms. McDaniels Outstanding Female Athlete Award, Past Presidents awards and others will be honored.  Athletes should have already received their invitations.  The PVA will subsidize the cost of the meal by paying for the cost of the meal ($35) for each honoree and one guest.  Tickets are $20/person.  PVA will also subsidize the $15 difference for the cost of the additional tickets.   George stated that he wants the association to go from analog to digital, meaning that information has already been put on the website.  Mort Diamond stated that the banquet is appropriate, but there should be a process for spending and a budget for this coming year.  George stated that we are outside of our by-laws because we have not completed this year’s budget, but we will have the budget before December and it will be put on the website as soon as it is approved.  

Faye Howell was the only nomination that had been submitted and accepted for the office of Secretary.  The floor was opened for additional nominations.  There were none.  Tim Baker moved and Shontail Ennis seconded that Faye Howell be elected for Secretary by acclamation.

Donna Barrett and Tom Jones were the only nominations that had been submitted and accepted for Chair of Masters’ Track & Field.  The floor was opened for additional nominations.  There were none.  Tim Baker moved and Shontail Ennis seconded that nominations be closed on the said names. After the votes were counted, it was determined that Tom Jones is the Masters’ Track & Field Chair.  A motion was made to destroy the ballots.
Henry McCallum was the only nomination that had been submitted and accepted for Chair of Youth Committee.  The floor was opened for additional nominations.  There were none.  Tim Baker moved and Shontail Ennis seconded that nominations be closed on the said names. Henry McCallum is the Youth Chair.

Nancy Betress and Liza Recto were the only nominations that had been submitted and accepted for Chair of Women’s LDR.  The floor was opened for additional nominations.  There were none.  Tim Baker moved and Elenora Battle seconded that nominations be closed on the said names. After votes were counted, it was determined that Nancy Betress is the Women’s LDR Chair.  Elenora Battle moved and Victoria Adams seconded that the ballots be destroyed.   

Bob Platt was the only nomination that had been submitted and accepted for Chair of Master’s LDR.  The floor was opened for additional nominations.  Alisa Harvey was nominated. Election Section / Officials Chair
