Opening & Roll Call
The meeting was officially called to order at 7:00 pm by President George Harris with a moment of meditation.  Roll call was made with the following Board Members absent:  Vice Presidents Tim Baker and Eugene Neal, Women’s Long Distance Running Chair Nancy Betress, Masters’ Long Distance Running Chair Alisa Harvey, Men’s Track & Field Chair Anthony Battle, Master’s Track & Field Chair Tom Jones, Membership Chair Herb Nicholls, Officials Chair Warren House and Past President Frances L. Brown.  George Harris announced that both Eugene Neil and Warren House were recovering from medical issues.   
Minutes

As attendees entered the meeting, they signed in and were given copies of the minutes and allotted time to read them.  Therefore, George asked for a motion to approve the minutes.  The motion was made by Vice President Elenora Battle and seconded by Vice President Melvin Fields that the minutes be approved as written.  The motion carried.   

Committee Reports
Race/Walk:  Sharon Good, Chair of Race Walk Committee, announced that the 5K Championship was held September 3, 2011 at Falls Church High School.  On September 4, as part of the Open & Master’s Track & Field Championship, the mile and 3K race/walks were held.  Clinics were held before the every-two-weeks all-comers meets at Fall Church High School all summer.  Two one-hour race walks will be held September 18 and October 2 at 9:00 am at TC Williams H.S. as part of the postal one-hour competition.  Sharon also nominated Peter Blank for the Outstanding Race/Walk Award.

Men’s Long Distance Running:  George Banker, Chair of Men’s LDR (Long Distance Running) Committee, announced that they anticipate 5,000 athletes will participate in the ½ Marathon Championship.  Last year there were 3,203 athletes, which was the largest participation for a first-year meet.  PVA will have a booth for display at the Marathon.  

Youth Committee:  Henry McCallum, Chair of Youth Committee, announced that the youth have 2900 USATF/PVA members.  The Cross Country meet will be held in Elliott City, MD on November 13, 2011.  The PVA will host the 2012 Junior Olympics (JOs) National Championship on July 23-29, 2012 (7-day event) at Morgan State University in Baltimore, MD (anticipate 9,000 athletes since the top 5
in each event will advance).  The AAU will be held in Texas so he thinks most people on the East Coast will attend the JOs in Maryland.  He thanked the officials and others who helped with the youth meets this year.  The PVA had 258 youth at the JOs and 60% of those were top-8 All-Americans.  Four indoor meets are coming up.  

Officials Report:  Ron Clarke spoke on behalf of Warren House, who was absent due to medical reasons.  He stated that there was a draft Officials Application that will be available for the USATF Annual Meeting.  George requested Faye to read the following suggested language for Delegation for 2012 USATF Junior Olympics:

Ronald E. Clarke has been delegated to act as Coordinator of Officials in the absence of Warren House, for the 2012 USATF Junior Olympics Championships scheduled for July 22-29 at Morgan State University.

This delegation expires at the earliest of July 29, 2012 or when Warren House is fully physically able of executing his responsibilities of Coordinator of Officials for the 2012 USATF Junior Olympics Championships.

The extent of the responsibilities of the Coordinator of Officials for the USATF Junior Olympic Championships will be consistent with the delegation outlined by the USATF Youth Committee, the Local Organizing Committee, Morgan State University and responsibilities of delegation outlined in USATF Competition Rules, Article III and the Best Practices of the USATF Officials Committee.

This suggested language needs to be sent to Morgan and to the National Office.  Henry and George will also speak with Morgan to see exactly how many officials are needed.  

Ron will work with Warren to put together a letter to inform certified officials of the upcoming JOs Championships in 2012 and the Master Championship in 2013 and to request their assistance.  Faye was also asked to work with the webmaster to set up PVA email accounts for the Chairs of all Committees and the Officials Chair.

Treasurer’s Report

Barbara Smith, Treasurer, informed us that she has been sitting with a Certified Public Accountant (CPA).  The CPA suggested that the format be changed and the report divided into Chair category.  The auditor is working pro bono as they go through the review process.  George requested that the audit or review be done by March.  Barbara reported the following for August:
