The meeting was officially called to order at 7:43 by President George Harris.  Roll call was taken with the following being present:  Thomas Jones, Masters Track and Field; and George Banker, Men LDR.
A signup sheet was passed to the attendees and they wee given copies of the minutes of the previous PVA Quarterly Meeting. Noting that the secretary could not attend this meeting, President Harris asked James Pearce to prepare minutes of the meeting. 

President Harris noted that there was a quorum present.

Upon motion of Lacey O’Neal, seconded by George Banker the minutes of the prior meeting were approved. 

Treasurer Barbara Smith being absent, no Treasurer’s Report was made.
George Banker, Men LDR, reported that the ____________ half marathon had been moved to October 2nd, and that meet organizers expect 5,000 participants.  It was proposed that this meet serve as the association championship.  PVA would waive the sanction fee and would hope to pick up new members.  George Banker indicated that he was preparing a Memorandum of Understanding concerning the proposed partnership.  

President Harris and PVTC President Craig Chasse agreed that the Potomac Valley Games, to be held September 3 & 4, 2011 would serve as the association championships for Open and Masters Track and Field.  PVA will supply the medals.  It was pointed out that youth are invited to the meet but that it was not the youth association championships.  
President Harris called for old business, and there being none, called for new business.  He solicited articles for the association’s annual newsletter.  President Harris also noted that the dates and times of all association quarterly meetings are posted on the website even though their locations might not yet be known.  

In the next three weeks it is expected that information would become available about the annual banquet.  Committees were reminded that they would have to choose award recipients in time for preparations to be made.  Members were asked to refer to the association website for updates.  

Upon a motion from the floor, approved by a show of hands, the meeting was officially adjourned.
